The construction of the Yu- cently contracted Katoka's road going out to Lethem is

pukari School Teachers’
House will commence on
the 1st February this year.
The construction is expected
to last for five months. The
estimated sum for the pro-
jectis G$16,921,906.00.

The building will have two
apartments with two bed-
rooms each. The other
spaces will be the living
room, kitchen, dining area
and bathroom. The building
will cater for two families or
four single teachers. The
floor of the building will be
raised 2 feet 6 inches above
the ground level. The struc-
ture of the building will be
reinforced concrete and the
walls of hollow concrete
blocks. The structure of the
roof will be timber. Services
to the building will include
plumbing, sanitary facilities
and electrical installations
[solar system to be in-
cluded].

Primary School, is the con-
tractor of this project and
has asked the villagers to be
very respectful to the outside
workers who will be coming
in to work here because he
does not want any child or
children left behind.

Laborers from the village
will be needed to work
alongside the crew that will
be coming. A full-time cook
is also needed to cook for
ten workers and will be paid
G$45,000.00 per month.

A group of guys were fetch-
ing sand from the other side
of the river to this side of the
river landing.
