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done during non setting season.   
[e] Strictly no poisoning of fishes 
and burning of fires.                    
4. The village encourages every 
villager to be involved in agricul-
ture. However the following 
rules apply.                                        
[a] Animal owners must pen or 
otherwise keep the animals se-
cured so that they not damage to 
property of others. 

[b] Farm or garden owners must 
securely fence their farms. 

[c] Every household must ensure 
that their houses or other build-
ings are properly secured. 

A follow up and additions to 
these rules will be discussed in  
each of the three villages on July 

The first draft of the village rules 
was discussed at a Village General 
Meeting held on June, 17th. Those 
that participated at the meeting were 
people from Yupukari, Kaicumbay 
and Quatata. The following was 
finalized at the meeting: 

1[a] The resident of Yupukari is                 
a person who was born in Yupukari.  
[b] The descendants of the person in 
[a].                                                               
[c] Any Amerindian who is the 
spouse of a villager.                              
[d] Any non  Amerindian who be-
comes a spouse of a  villager will 
either be accepted or rejected by the 
village council.                                
2[a] Every villager must consult the 
village council prior to using the 
village land for whatever purpose 

and obtain their permission.        
3 [a] Any non villager entering 
the village land must first report 
to the village council as to the 
reason for which he/she is there. 
[b] The village council has the 
right to accept or reject such a 
person. The village council has 
the right to confiscate any goods 
that are deemed illegal by the 
said council from any non vil-
lager entering and leaving the 
village. 

[c] Fishing can only be done on 
commercial bases during the non 
spawning season, only subsis-
tence fishing will be permitted. 
The spawning season is from 
March to August.                                  
[d] Trapping of birds can only be 
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Yupukarians are invited to mark 
the birth of St. John  the  Baptist 
on June 23 with a festival.  

This traditional Christian festival 
is celebrated by a lot of other 
countries in Europe, Canada and k 
South America. 

The Termites woodworking group 
will be hosting this special event 
with  games played on the after-
noon of 23rd June followed by a 
bonfire in the evening, walking on 
fire coals at midnight, a fund rais-
ing and dance there after. 

Members of other clubs and 
groups are invited to participate in 
the games and this special tradi-
tional festival.

After six months of hard labor, 
the Guest House at the Caiman 
House compound has finally 
been completed.                           

It is scheduled to be commis-
sioned on June 30th, 2007. 

The issue of commissioning  the 
Guest House was decided after 
separate meetings with the Cai-
man House Committee and the 
Village Council. 

Food, drinks, music are still be-
ing organized by the village 
council and the Caiman House 
Committee  for this occasion. A 
live band from Normandy is also 
being organized. “It’s arranged 
so that we don’t  have to hear 
Pepe Moreno for the thousandth 

time,” said Alice.   

Invited to the grand opening are 
the people of Yupukari, all par-
ties that helped in some way to 
build the Guest House, Ministers 
of Tourism and Amerindian Af-
fairs and other special invitees of 
Region 9. 

“The party’s not just about the 
opening of the building ,drinking 
or eating,” emphasized Alice. “It 
is for people to recognize their 
accomplishment, to publicly ap-
plaud each other  for efforts, 
skills and talents that were put 
into  the construction of all infra-
structure at the Caiman House 
compound.”
